WHEREAS, the Norwegian Nobel Committee on October 11th, 2002 decided to award
the Nobel Peace Prize to former President Jimmy Carter for his decades of untiring effort to
find peaceful solutions to international conflicts, for advancing democracy and human rights,
and for promoting economic and social development; and

WHEREAS, during his presidency from 1977 to 1981, Mr. Carter was instrumental in
mediating the Camp David peace accords in 1978 with Egyptian President Anwar Sadat and
Isreali Prime Minister Menachem Begin, which brought the brightest hope for peace in the
Middle East since the establishment of the state of Isreal; and

WHEREAS, Mr. and Mrs. Carter founded The Carter Center, a nonprofit, non-
governmental organization whose mission is to fight disease, hunger, poverty, conflict, and
has successfully done so for the past twenty years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter has worked closely as a volunteer with the non-profit
organization, Habitat for Humanity, which has built thousands of affordable homes for the
poor; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter has made numerous trips overseas on behalf of human rights,
as a regulator of international law and observer of free elections, believing these to be the
basic ingredients for peace; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter, in his travels overseas has also brought attention the need to
fight tropical diseases, such as guinea worm and river blindness; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Carter, in his actions, has become a global leader devoted to peace,

public health and fair elections; now, therefore, be it
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RESOLVED, That Mr. Carter is to be commended for his energy, courage and
personal example in his work; and, be it
FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Board of Supervisors of the City and County of San

Francisco commends Mr. Carter for receiving the 2002 Nobel Peace Prize.
