[Liquor License Transfer - 800 Bay Street - Pink House by the Bay]231289
Hearing to consider that the person-to-person, premise-to-premise transfer of a Type-20 off-sale beer 
and wine liquor license to Pink House by the Bay LLC, to do business as Pink House by the Bay, 
located at 800 Bay Street (District 2), will serve the public convenience or necessity of the City and 
County of San Francisco.

Off-Sale General license, permitted as accessory to a General Retail Sales and Service use (DBA Pink 
House by the Bay) on the ground floor in the Residential House, Three-Family Zoning District per Planning 
Code Sections 102, 186, 703, and 710. May not occupy more than one-third of the total floor area.

The Police Department submitted a response recommending 
approval with the following condition: 

1) Petitioner(s) shall actively monitor the area under their control in an effort to prevent the loitering of 
persons on any property adjacent to the licensed premises as depicted on the ABC-253.

Speaker(s): Officer Joel Salmonson (Police Department); presented 
information and answered questions raised throughout the discussion.
