in San Francisco, therefore, be it

those Nikkei in attendance; and be it

hospitality of the City as though they were our own residents; and be it

participants at the reunion in remembrance of past tragedies and in celebration of the
accomplishments of Nikkei both in San Francisco and throughout the nation, recognizes the
resiliency of the human spirit over adversity, and reminds all San Franciscans and future
generations of Americans that courage, honor, and loyalty transcend race, culture, and

ethnicity.
