[General Plan - Central SoMa and Transit Center District Commercial Development 
Requirements] 

Ordinance amending the General Plan to reduce commercial development 

requirements in the Central SoMa Area Plan and the Transit Center District SubArea 

Plan areas; affirming the Planning Department's determination under the California 

Environmental Quality Act; making findings of consistency with the General Plan, and 

the eight priority policies of Planning Code, Section 101.1; and adopting findings of 

public necessity, convenience, and welfare under Planning Code, Section 340.

Be it ordained by the People of the City and County of San Francisco: 

Section 1. Environmental and Planning Code Findings. 

(a) Section 4.105 of the Charter provides that the Planning Commission shall 

periodically recommend to the Board of Supervisors, for approval or rejection, proposed 

amendments to the General Plan. Section 4.105 further provides that if the Board of 

Supervisors fails to act within 90 days of receipt of the proposed General Plan amendments, 

then the proposed amendments shall be deemed approved. 

(b) Planning Code Section 340 provides that the Planning Commission may initiate an 

amendment to the General Plan by a resolution of intention, which refers to, and incorporates 

by reference, the proposed General Plan amendments. Section 340 further provides that the 

Planning Commission shall adopt the proposed General Plan amendments after a public 
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hearing if it finds from the facts presented that the public necessity, convenience, and general 

welfare require the proposed amendment or any part thereof. If adopted by the Commission 

in whole or in part, the proposed amendments shall be presented to the Board of Supervisors, 

which may approve or reject the amendments by a majority vote. 

(c) After a duly noticed public hearing on September 19, 2024, by Resolution 

No. 21612, the Planning Commission initiated amendments to the proposed General Plan. 

Said resolution is on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors in Board File No. 250003 

and incorporated herein by reference. 

(d) On November 7, 2024, the Planning Commission then adopted the proposed 

General Plan amendments by Resolution No. 21640, finding in accordance with Planning 

Code Section 340 that the public necessity, convenience, and general welfare required the 

proposed amendments. 

(e) On December 30, 2024, the Board of Supervisors received from the Planning 

Department the proposed General Plan amendments, including the amendments to the 

Central SoMa Area Plan and the Transit Center District SubArea Plan. These amendments 

are on file with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors in File No. 250003 and are incorporated 

herein by reference. 

(f) The Board of Supervisors finds, pursuant to Planning Code Section 340, that the 

proposed General Plan amendments will serve the public necessity, convenience, and 

general welfare for the reasons set forth in Planning Commission Resolution No. 21640 and 

incorporates those reasons herein by reference. 

(g) The Board of Supervisors finds that the proposed General Plan amendments are, 

on balance, in conformity with the General Plan, as amended by this Ordinance, and the 

priority policies of Planning Code Section 101.1 for the reasons set forth in Planning 

Commission Resolution No. 21640, and the Board hereby adopts those findings as its own. 
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(h) The Planning Department has determined that the actions contemplated in this 

ordinance comply with the California Environmental Quality Act (California Public Resources 

Code Sections 21000 et seq.). Said determination is on file with the Clerk of the Board of 

Supervisors in File No. 250003 and is incorporated herein by reference. The Board affirms 

this determination. 

Section 2. The General Plan is hereby amended by revising the Central SoMa (South 

of Market) Area Plan, to read as follows: 

Central SoMa Area Plan 

* * * * 

POLICY 3.1.1 

Require Encourage non-residential uses in new development on large parcels. 

Many of the parcels of land in Central SoMa are quite large - reflecting its industrial heritage. 

And like industrial development of the past, modern companies seek buildings with large 

floors, which facilitate flexibility and intra-company communication. Given the limited 

availability of such large parcels in the cCity near excellent local and regional transit, and the 

need to identify appropriate transit-served space for job growth, the City should promote non­

residential development at these locations. E-ren ifcircurnslances, such as market er hreader 

regu/.atery f-acters, require forgoing near term de·releprnent en these rnaj,er parcels, ensuring that t.¼ese 

parcels are "/.and hanked" far signijictmt jehs oriented develeprnent is a necessary Ieng teFH~ strategy 

for the ecenernic and envirenrnenlal health <'>fthe city and regien. These /.arge parcels need net he 

exclusively nen residential, hut the)' sheuldfeature a significantpercenlage (e.g. c1t lec1St half) t>fnen 

residentic1l c1ndj0h spc1ce.

Section 3. The General Plan is hereby amended by revising the Transit Center District 

Sub Area Plan, to read as follows: 

Transit Center District SubArea Plan 

* * * * 

POLICY 1.3 

Reser~e the bulk 0-f remaining space in the c0re Transit Center District Jl:fJrj0b grmvlh, by liniiting 

the anwnnt 0f n0n c0mmercial uses 0n m«j0r 0pp0rtffnity sites. Encourage and permit non­

residential uses on maior opportunity sites. 

In view of the limited number of sizable development sites in the District, which represent the 

bulk of the remaining office capacity in the downtown core, it is essential feFto allow major 

development sites to include a sizable commercial componentami not wholly devefoped with 

no1q commercial uses. At letlSt a few recently co1qstructed ltlrge residentialprojects occHpy some ofthe 

few major de'.1elopment sites remaining in the downtown core; hmve,;er, they do not conttlin aH)' 

commercial space, thus substtlntially reducing the capacity ofthe downtown for future job growt.½. 

Preserving office and job growth capacity is a major consideration, but so too is 

ensuring a mix of uses to help the area achieve a more 24-hour character. A mix of uses is 

generally desirable for very large projects, such as those with square foottlge greater than 500,000 

gross square feet. Additionally, the Plan recognizes that small lots are often not large enough to 

be developed with efficient office buildings, and some very large buildings contemplated in the 

Mayor Lurie; Supervisor Dorsey 
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Plan (i.e. taller than 600 feet) may be too large from a risk and market absorption standpoint 

to be devoted to a single use. 

* * * * 

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective 30 days after 

enactment. Enactment occurs when the Mayor signs the ordinance, the Mayor returns the 

ordinance unsigned or does not sign the ordinance within ten days of receiving it, or the Board 

of Supervisors overrides the Mayor's veto of the ordinance. 

Section 5. Scope of Ordinance. In enacting this ordinance, the Board of Supervisors 

intends to amend only those words, phrases, paragraphs, subsections, sections, articles, 

numbers, punctuation marks, charts, diagrams, or any other constituent parts of the General 

Plan that are explicitly shown in this ordinance as additions, deletions, Board amendment 

additions, and Board amendment deletions in accordance with the "Note" that appears under 

the official title of the ordinance.
